Domestic traffic reached 90 per cent of the pre-
pandemic level.

We were able to install extensive arrangements
for Rapid-PCR testing at the international
departure area in July 2021 itself. Subsequently,
when the Omicron variant appeared, three ICMR
accredited labs were selected on a war footing
basis. Now the cumulative testing capacity has
been enhanced so that we could test 900 samples
atatime.

The launching of the pre-ordering facility at
CDRSL has been well received by the passengers.
New marketing strategies were also
implemented at the Duty-free shops. As a result,
CDRSL was able to surpass its fixed targets back
to back from August to December 2021. The
release of pending arrears and medical
allowance and the enhancement of earned leave
encashment limit to 300 instilled new hopes in
the employees and | am sure that, the new year
willbring more cheers to the team CIAL.

For the first time, CIAL started a training
programme for firefighters of ARFF. After a
rigorous 4 months training schedule, 13
employees were inducted into our ARFF team. A
new slew of measures was introduced to improve
IT-enabled systems. The progress made in the
reconstruction of the compound wall was
another significant achievement. By January first
week, 80 per cent of the 880M long portion of the
compound wall has been reconstructed.

The financial indicators of the company are also
poised towards strong growth. Cash flow
improved due to constant collection drives and
thus realized Rs. 294 crores from debtors which
include Rs. 19.71 crores of very old dues of AIR
India, which now stands settled up to November
2021. Management could also renegotiate the
interest rates of loans from 7.5% to 6.45% pa and
finalise the long term pending lease agreement
with BPCL, our Air fuel partner.

Practice to 20 Acres of Solar Farm

Cochin International Airport Ltd (CIAL),
the airport known for its penchant for
the solar energy, now achieved another
milestone in sustainable development as
its Agri-voltaic farming has been scaled
up to 20 acres; the largest of its kind in
the country. Agricultural photovoltaic
(Agri-PV) also known as Agri-Voltaics or
Agri-photovoltaic, is an evolving practise

in sustainable development that
combines the production of food and
energy. The land here is used for both
agriculture and solar power generation
atthe same time.

CIAL, the world's first airport fully
powered by solar energy, had earlier
experimented organic farming on one of

its solar plants in the premises of the
airport. It started the process of scaling
up the farming practice by incorporating
the modern method of agri-voltaic
procedure in July 2021. By December first
week, CIAL was able to cover agri-voltaic
farming on a total area of 20 acres. CIAL
has eight solar plants on the premises of
the airport. The biggest one; near the
cargo terminal has an area of 45 acres; of
which 20 acres has been used for agri-
voltaic practice. The authorities cultivated
vegetables like Yam, Long yard bean,
Drumstick, Mountain ginger, Turmeric,
Cabbage, Cauliflower and Green Chilli.
Water used to clean solar photovoltaic
panels is being used for irrigating the
cultivation. These crops are expected to
modify the micro-climates underneath PV
modules by reducing the temperature
which results in increasing efficiency in
power generation. Moreover, the crop
coverage in between PV arrays will check
the erosion of soil and thus will reduce the
dust load on the PV module. Another
advantage is that the cultivation dampens
the weed growth underneath the PV
panel mounts.




CIAL Managing Director S.Suhas IAS said
that Agri-voltaic practice is a magnificent
opportunity for both the solar and
agricultural sectors. Through its
implementation, we can fully tap into the
synergies that will make a win-win
situation for the cultivation of crops and
production of Renewable Energy.

" Optimum usage of available land and re-
usage of water are other advantages here.
It is a new sustainability model for
consuming resources. It encompasses
multiple additive and synergistic benefits,
including reduced plant drought stress,
greater food production and reduced PV
panel heat stress. We believe that this will

be a motivation for our future
explorations towards the reliance of food
and energy systems “ Suhas added.

The issue of land utilization for future
food and energy production is being
debated on several platforms. Given the
future requirement of energy and food
production, Agri voltaic system (AVS) has
been proposed as a mixed system
associating solar panels and crops at the
same time on the same land area. APV will
overcome the present either-or situation
by achieving both power generation and
agricultural yield.

CIAL, the world's first power positive
airport now has a total installed capacity
of 40 MWp. Its PV plants produce 1.6 lakh
units of power a day whereas the daily
consumption stands at 1.3 lakh units.
CIAL's power plants are coupled with
Kerala State Electricity Board's power grid.
In November 2021 the airport operator
ventured into hydropower production as
it commissioned a 4.5 MW hydro plant at
Arippara near Kozhikode.

CIAL displays a robust
growth in traffic in 2021
PASSENGER VOLUME
INCREASED BY A MILLION

Despite the challenges caused by the pandemic has been
looming over the third consecutive year, Cochin International
Airport shows a robust growth in both air traffic movements and
passenger volume in year 2021 compared to 2020. As per the
data released from the airport, CIAL handled 43,06,661
passengers during the year 2021 against 33,37,830 during 2020;
an increase of almost a million. The aircraft movement also
witnessed a growth from 30,737 in 2020 to 41,437 in 2021.

With the sustained growth rate, CIAL retained its position as the
third airport in the country in terms of international traffic
throughout the year 2021. It handled 18,69,690 international
passengers in 2021 against 14,82,004 during 2020. The domestic
passenger volume increased from 18,55,826 to 24,36,971. CIAL
managing director S .Suhas IAS attributed the traffic growth to
the proactive measures taken by the management to attract
more airlines. " Hon Chairman Shri. Pinarayi Vijayan and board of
directors have been consistently put their effort to re-establish

air connectivity to Kochi from all international travel hubs .By
December 2021 CIAL was able to facilitate 185 weekly departures
to the Middle East alone in addition to the services to Europe,
Srilanka and fareast “ said Suhas.

Year 2021 also saw the resumption of direct flight to The United
kingdom and Singapore. Air Arabia started daily operations to
Abu Dhabi for the first time in India in addition to its Sharjah
services. Domestic sector witnessed a growth at par with pre
pandemic period. As per the winter schedule which came
effective from October 2021 scheduled 50 departures a day.

CIAL's timely response to the UAE's supreme council of disaster
management's guidelines helped the airport to host the UAE
services from July itself. Subsequently CIAL ramped up both
rapid PCR and RTPCR testing and now the cumulative capacity of
the three testing labs stationed at the airport enhanced to 900 at
atime.

CIAL scales up testing capacity

700 tests in an hour

*Rapid test result in 30 minutes

As part of keeping the
vigil against Covid's new
variant Omicron,
Cochin International
Airport Ltd (CIAL)has
decided to scale up covid
testing facilities for
international arriving
passengers. Now the
airport operator will be
able to facilitate 900
covid tests in an hour.

A meeting chaired by CIAL Managing
Director S Suhas IAS decided to
incorporate both rapid PCR and RTPCR
tests to ensure hassle-free passenger
movement in the international arrival
area. In addition to the current capacity
of 350 RTPCR tests per hour, equal
number of rapid PCR testing facilities will
be arranged. As per the latest guidelines
issued by the central health and family
welfare ministry, all passengers arriving
from "at risk’ countries have to be tested
at the airport and will have to wait at the
holding area till the result comes. Health
authorities informed that the results of
the RTPCR test could be delivered in 5
hours whereas the result of Rapid PCR
will be delivered in 30 minutes.

Passengers will have the option to
choose the test as per their requirements.
They have to pay the testing charge as
prescribed by the Government. If the

result is negative passengers can leave
the airport and have to be in quarantine
for 7 days. A special holding area has
been set up for passengers to wait at the
terminal to get the results delivered.
There will be special immigration
counters functioning for the passengers
arriving from the countries enlisted in the
risk category. There will be an inflight
announcement to inform the passengers
about the testing procedures.

1. Age of the car:

2.Running Kms:

Too low running and too high
running can be equally
problematic for a car.

Most manufacturers provide a Standard warranty of at least 2 -3
years, with an optional extended warranty of up to 5 years. It's
always advisable to buy a car while it is still in the warranty
period as it will shield us from any unexpected maintenance
issues.

However, the Airports Authority of
India (AAI) is working on a project of FRT-based Biometric
Boarding System as part of the first phase of Digi Yatra
Implementation at four Airports (Varanasi, Pune, Kolkata,
and Vijayawada).He added that the proposed Digi Yatra
Central Eco-systemis planned to go live in March 2022. It is
to be scaled up in a phased manner for adoption across
various airports of the country.

On being asked about the safeguards taken by the
Government to prevent the leakage of passenger data, he
said that as per the Digi Yatra policy, registering for the Digi
Yatra Central Ecosystem is optional to the passenger. For
availing the Digi Yatra services, passengers would send the
travel details (Pax details, PNR and Facial Biometrics)
through an app to the Biometric Boarding System of the
respective departing airport.Moreover, if for a particular
journey, the passenger does not want to avail the Digi Yatra
services then the passenger has an option to not send the
data and use the existing manual process at airports."The
Digi Yatra Central Ecosystem envisages assessments (by
independent teams to assess the level of security and
system resilience to protect Pll) and periodic audits by
governing/regulatory bodies twice every year.

25 airports to be
monetized under NMP:

Around 25 Airports Authority of India (AAI) airports have
been earmarked by the Centre for asset monetisation over
the next three years under the National Monetization
Pipeline (NMP). These airports include Bhubaneshwar,
Varanasi, Amritsar, Trichy, Indore, Raipur, Calicut,
Coimbatore, Nagpur, Patna, Madurai, Surat, Ranchi,
Jodhpur, Chennai, Vijayawada, Vadodara, Bhopal, Tirupati,
Hubli, Imphal, Agartala, Udaipur, Dehradun and
Rajahmundry.

In August this year, the Centre said it was planning to raise
approximately Rs 20,782 crore till FY25 by monetising
airports across the country. Except for four airports out of
137 airports in the country, all continue to suffer losses due
to the COVID-19 pandemic in the financial year 2020-21.
These four are Kandala (0.11 crore), Kanpur Chakeri (6.07
crore), Bareilly (0.68 crores) and Porbandar (1.54
crores)."Delhi and Mumbai airports suffered a huge loss of
Rs 317 crore and Rs 331 crore respectively. Except for the
few airports like Goa that has made a profit of Rs 146 crore
in FY 2019-20 has suffered a huge loss of Rs 118 crore in FY
2020-21, most of the airports continued to suffer losses in
the last three financial years," Singh added.AAl owns 136
airports, out of which AAI has formed Joint Venture in
seven. AAIl has recently awarded six airports namely
Ahmedabad, Jaipur, Lucknow, Guwahati,
Thiruvananthapuram, Mangaluru for Operations,
Management and Development under Public-Private
Partnership (PPP) for a period of 50 years.
